RULES AND REGULATIONS

LITTLE/JUNIOR/MISS ANTELOPE ACRES

1. Each Contestant must be female.

2. Each Contestant must be a resident of Antelope Acres (60th St. West to 150th St. West, between Avenues A and J) for at least one year and must continue to live within these boundaries if chosen as Queen for the duration of their reign.  A Contestant who lives beyond these boundaries may be granted a waiver depending upon circumstances.
3. Each Contestant must not hold any current title from another community or any other pageant title.

4. Each Contestant must not have previously held a title for the pageant they wish to compete in.

5. Little Miss Contestants must be age 6 by Aug. 1 and cannot reach the age of 9 by Aug. 1.  Jr. Miss Contestants must be age 11 by August 1st, and cannot reach the age of 15 by August 1st.  Miss Contestants must be age 16 by August 1st, and cannot reach the age of 20 by August 1st.
6. Each Contestant must fill out and turn in a Little/Jr./Miss Antelope Acres Pageant Application and Release Form no later than the due date as set forth.

7. No Contestant can be, or have ever been married, nor is cohabitating with a non-family member of the opposite sex.

8. No Contestant shall have facial or visible body piercings or tattoos.
9. No Contestant shall have any children, nor have been or become pregnant.

10. Each Contestant must be presently attending school, home school program or college.  A copy of most recent report card is required displaying at least a 2.0 gpa.
11. Contestants will be required to get $150.00 in sponsors and participate in any and all fundraisers required by the pageant committee.
12. Little/Jr./Miss Antelope Acres will be required to compete for Little/Jr./Miss Antelope Valley.  If for some reason you are not able to compete in that pageant, the title will be handed down to the 1st runner up.

13. It is required that all Contestants attend and participate in all meetings, practices, fund-raising, rehearsals and the Pageant.  All Contestants must be on time.

14. It is the Contestants’ responsibility to meet the requirements by the given dates.  It is also the responsibility of the Contestants to notify the pageant advisor if you are unable to attend any of the functions.

15. Each Contestant shall at all times be polite and well mannered. Profanity will not be tolerated. These actions will result in disqualification or removal of the crown.
16. No profanity, obscene gestures or images will be tolerated in person or on any social media site such as Myspace, Facebook or Twitter. 

17. Dress code must be taken seriously. Dress modest and appropriate. Represent your community with class and dignity.

18. Fighting, or bringing any type of weapon, drug, or alcohol to any meeting, rehearsal, fund-raiser, or to the pageant shall result in immediate disqualification and expulsion and will involve criminal charges.  Any intoxication (alcohol or drug) during contest or reign will result in disqualification.
19. If chosen as Queen, you are required to attend 75% of all Little/Jr./Miss Community Queen Pageants and Parades.  While attending the pageants, you are required to take a small gift for the new Queen and the outgoing Queen.  You will also be required to attend all Antelope Acres Functions.  The Antelope Acres Community Queens are required to host the Halloween Carnival.  You will be required to attend 25% of Community Center and Town Council meetings and work closely with these boards and other committees as requested.
20. As Queen you are expected to act in an appropriate manner. The tiara is not the Queen’s property until her duties have been fulfilled.  The Cape and the Perpetual Crown are the property of the Antelope Acres Queens Organization. At the end of your reign your name may be added to the cape.
21. If chosen as Queen, there will be no public display of affection.
22. If for some reason the Queen is not able to fulfill her obligation, the 1st Runner-Up will be announced.  The tiara, crown and cape will go directly to the new Queen.

23. Parents are expected to conduct themselves to the same standards as their child.  Failure to do so could lead to that contestant being disqualified.

24. Any misstatement made on the application form or failure to abide by any rules or requirements will result in disqualification and permanent termination of this program.

25. The Antelope Acres Pageant Committee has the right to refuse any application for any reason.
